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Data catalog site Terms of Use

The Data catalog Site Terms of Use (hereinafter “Terms”) stipulate matters regarding the
content of datasets and conditions for use on the 'Data catalog Site' (hereinafter “Site”)
offered by the Japan Association for the 2025 World Exposition (hereinafter “Association”).

When a user uses this Site, the matters stipulated in these Terms apply.

Article 1 (Purpose of This Site)

1 This Site is established with the purpose of collecting, organizing, and posting information
related to data that can be integrated using The Data Linkage Platform to promote data
utilisation by Data Utilisation Participants.

2 Data Utilisation Participants are expected to utilize the information posted on this Site to
enhance services for visitors etc. to the 2025 Japan World Exposition (hereinafter referred to
as the " Osaka, Kansai, Japan Expo.") and to achieve the advancement of Osaka, Kansai, Japan

Expo operational services.

Article 2 (Definition of Terms)

The terms used in these Terms shall be defined as follows:
(1) Data Utilisation Participant refers to an organisation that has entered into a participation
contract, a sponsorship contract, or other similar contracts with the Organiser and provides
services using various kinds of equipment provided by the Organiser (an Expo service
provider) which has submitted a data utilisation application to the Organiser and has obtained
approval from the Organiser.
(2) The Data Linkage Platform refers to the mechanism prepared by the Organiser for data
distribution of the Organiser, Data Utilisation Participants.
(3) User refers to the person who uses the Site among Expo Service Providers.
(4) Dataset refers to the fields (such as title, description, issued date, modified date, publisher,
creator, and other indices as determined by this Association) used to specify the content of
data when posting it on this Site.
(5) Data Utilisation Manual refers to a manual compiled by this Association as reference
material during registration for those who wish to utilise data (hereinafter “Potential

User(s)”) and during use of this Service by the users.

Article 3 (Use of this site)

1 The use of this Site is limited to users, and individuals other than users may not connect to



this Site, perform searches, browse, or engage in any other form of use.

2 The use of this Site is restricted to activities such as viewing data provided by Data
Utilisation Participants. If a user wishes to utilize data they have searched or browsed, they
shall do so through a separate method established by the Association, using the data
integration platform as defined by the Association.

3 Users shall be responsible for managing the data obtained based on the preceding paragraph
(referred to as "Data" hereinafter), including data searched or browsed on this Site and data
received through data integration from Data Utilisation Participants, with the care of a
prudent administrator.

4 Users shall engage in searches, browsing, and other activities on this Site at their own
discretion and risk. Even if disputes arise with other users or third parties due to or related to

the Data, users shall not involve the Association.

Article 4 (Posting of Dataset Information)

1 Data Utilisation Participants who wish to post Dataset information on this Site must submit
an application to this Association clearly stating the name of the Dataset information and the
desired scope of publication using the method prescribed in the Data Utilisation Manual.

2 The Association does not guarantee the following aspects of the data posted on this Site to
users:

(1) The usefulness, accuracy, safety, or legality of the data's content.

(2) The usefulness, accuracy, safety, or legality of websites linked on the data catalogue or

external sites linked through trackbacks on this Site.

Article 5 (Prohibited Activities)

1 Upon using this site, users may not engage in any of the activities described in the items
below.

(1) Acts that violate laws or are associated with criminal activities

(2) Fraudulent or intimidating acts towards this Association, other users, or other third parties
(3) Acts of disseminating false information and using deceit to harm the reputation or
credibility, or hinder the operation of this Association, other users, or other third parties

(4) Acts contrary to public order and morals

(5) Acts that infringe upon/breach intellectual property rights, image rights, personal
information, privacy rights, and other rights or interests of this Association, other users, or
other third parties

(6) Acts that excessively strain the network, system, etc. of this Association

(7) Acts of reverse engineering or otherwise analysing software, etc. comprising this Service



and other systems provided by this Association

(8) Acts that may hinder the operation of this Service

(9) Act of unlawfully accessing this Association’s networks, systems, etc.

(10) Act of using the ID or password of another user or otherwise impersonating other users
(11) Acts of promotion, advertising, solicitation, marketing, etc., on this Service without prior
permission from this Association

(12) Act of unlawfully collecting information of other users

(13) Acts that result in disadvantages, damage, or discomfort to this Association, other users,
or other third parties

(14) Acts that violate these Terms

(15) Acts that directly or indirectly cause or facilitate, or attempt to cause or facilitate, any of
the acts described in the items above

(16) Other acts deemed inappropriate by this Association

2 When one of the above items is true of a user, this Association may suspend or interrupt the

provision of this Service in part or whole without prior notification to the said user.

Article 6 (Suspension of Use, Etc.)

When one of the following items applies to a user, this Association may suspend the use of
the said user without prior notification or demand.
(1) When the user engages in any of the prohibited activities stipulated in Article 5, and the
degree of the violation is significant
(2) When the user is subject to disciplinary action ordering a suspension of operations,
revocation of its business licence, etc., and becomes unable to continue its business
(3) When the user petitions for commencement of bankruptcy procedures, commencement
of rehabilitation proceedings, commencement of reorganisation proceedings, commencement
of special liquidation,or commencement of any other private debt restructuring procedures
similar to these
(4) When the user is subject to compulsory execution of attachment, provisional attachment,
or provisional disposition
(5) When the user resolves to dissolve, merge, or split the company, or transfer all or an
important portion of its business
(6) Other instances when this Association determines that it is not appropriate to allow the

user registration to continue

Article 7 (Suspension of this Site)

1 When the Association deems it necessary to suspend or discontinue this Site or ICT-PF or



other systems for periodic inspection, maintenance, etc. this Association may suspend or
interrupt all or part of this Service with prior notification well in advance to the users.

2 In any of the situations described in the following items, this Association may suspend or
interrupt all or part of this site without prior notification to the users. In this case, however,
the details and the content are to be notified after the fact.

(1) When the need for emergency inspection or maintenance measures arises in this site or
ICT-PF or other systems

(2) When normal operation of this Service becomes substantially difficult due to
malfunctioning of computers, communication networks, etc.; operational errors; excessive
concentration of access; unlawful access; hacking; etc.

(3) When operation of this Service becomes substantially difficult due to force majeure,
including earthquakes, lightning strikes, fires, wind and water damage, power outages, and
natural disasters

(4) Other instances when this Association deems emergent suspension or interruption to be

necessary

Article 8 (Intellectual property, Etc.)

The copyright for the layout, design structure, and all other intellectual property related to
this Site belongs to the Association, its sponsors, and the rights holders who have granted
permission for content to be published on this Site. Users are not permitted to reproduce or

otherwise use these copyrighted materials without authorization.

Article 9 (Modification or Termination of Site Content)

1 This Association may, at its discretion, change the content of or terminate the provision of
this Site.

2 When this Association changes the content of or terminates the provision of this Site, this
Association shall notify the users or publicly announce the changes or termination well in
advance. However, when the changes or termination is due to unavoidable circumstances, the

preceding sentence shall not apply.

Article 10 (Disclaimer of Warranties and Discharge)
This Association is not legally liable for any damage incurred by the user when using this

Site, unless there is intentional misconduct or gross negligence on the part of this Association.

Article 11 (Handling of Personal Information)

1 This Association will appropriately handle personal information obtained in relation to the



use of this site in accordance with this Association’s Privacy policy
(https://www.expo2025.or.jp/en/privacy/).
2 This Association shall delete all personal information data it has received and managed for

the purpose of providing this Service when the provision of this Service is terminated.

Article 12 (Changes to These Terms)

When this Association deems it necessary, this Association may change these Terms by
providing notification of the content of the changes to these Terms and when such changes
will take effect. In this case, users who continue to use this Service after these Terms have

been changed are considered to have agreed to the changes made.

Article 13 (Survival Clause)

1 This Site may be used to November 30, 2025.

2 This Association may extend the period of use stipulated in Clause 1 using the procedure
stipulated in Article 12.

3 After this Site is terminated, regardless of whether it was due to reaching the end of the
usage period or other reasons as stipulated in Article 9, the provisions of Article 10, Article

11, and Article 15 shall have the same effect as prior to the termination.

Article 14 (Severability)
If an Article, whether in part or whole, within these Terms is found to be legally invalid or

unenforceable, the remainder of the Article and/or these Terms shall remain effective.

Article 15 (Governing Law and Jurisdiction)
These Terms shall be governed by, and construed in accordance with, the laws of Japan.
Any dispute that may arise involving this Association in connection with this Service shall be

subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the Osaka District Court in the first instance.
